Rishjvi Singh is an alumnus of CMRU School of 
legal studies graduated in 2023. She is a fervent 
mooter, debater and a dancer. With parliament 
address to international moot wins she has 
represented CMRU as well as India at both national 
as well as international platforms. She was also 
awarded the prestigious CMRU leadership award 
in her final year for her achievements. Post her 
graduation, she has been working with a big 4 
consulting firm as a corporate lawyer.

The purpose of her visit was to enlighten the final 
year law students about the dynamic nature of the 
legal career and guide them through the 
transformation from academia to industry.

She commenced the session by delving into the 
myriad opportunities within the legal field. She 
provided valuable insights into the diverse career 
paths available for fresh graduates, elucidating the 
challenges and prospects each option entails. 
While speaking about further studies, i.e., 
Master's in Law (LL.M.) she suggested students to 
do it if they want to pursue academics or are 
passionate about a branch of law. Rishjvi further 
suggested to choose litigation only if the students 
love going to courts and enjoy the process over 
there as otherwise it would be a big task to cope up 
with it and finally she spoke about the corporate 
field which lucrates people with money, but she 
suggested to go for it only if people are driven 
towards it and develop a lot of soft skills, i.e., 
required to survive in the corporate world.

Drawing from her own experiences, she navigat-
ed through critical decision-making moments 

during her time as a law student. The speaker 
empathized with the common dilemma faced 
by graduating students, emphasizing the 
daunting    task of selecting the ideal career 
path. Addressing the anxieties of the stu-
dents, she urged us not to succumb to com-
parison. She shared personal anecdotes of her 
own journey and encouraged the students to 
make decisions aligned with their passion and 
strengths.

She motivated the students to maintain a 
positive outlook, reminding them that each 
individual's journey is unique. She stressed the 
importance of embracing challenges and 
viewing them as opportunities for growth.

In a concluding note, the she lightened the 
atmosphere by suggesting the students take 
a well-deserved break for a few days or weeks. 
Acknowledging the significant achievement of 
completing five years of law school, she high-
lighted the importance of self-care and rejuve-
nation before stepping into the professional 
realm.

The session ended with a sense of inspiration 
and gratitude among the final year law stu-
dents. The valuable insights shared by the 
senior professional will undoubtedly guide the 
students as they embark on their legal 
careers. The college extends its sincere 
appreciation to the esteemed speaker for 
imparting wisdom and encouragement to the 
future legal minds.

Building Business Knowledge: In response to an 
inquiry from the audience, Adv. Katarki advised 
law students to cultivate business acumen by 
regularly reading publications such as The 
Economist and The Economic Times. He 
emphasized the importance of staying abreast 
of current affairs and industry trends to better 
serve start up clients.

Role of Servicing Lawyer: Adv. Katarki 
emphasized that in the absence of in-house 
counsel, the servicing lawyer assumes a pivotal 
role in guiding start-ups through legal 
complexities. He underscored the importance 
of being proactive and adaptable in addressing 
the diverse legal needs of start-ups while 
understanding their financial difficulties.

Ethical Considerations: Adv. Katarki addressed 
the ethical dilemmas associated with 
accepting shares as payment for legal services 
in India. He highlighted the ambiguity 
surrounding this practice and stressed the 
need for legal practitioners to navigate such 
grey areas with caution and integrity.

Adv. Anurag Katarki's lecture provided a 
practitioner’s insight into the multifaceted role 
of legal professionals in servicing start-ups. His 
blend of legal expertise and applied wisdom 
offered students a deeper understanding of 
the nuances involved in representing start-ups 
effectively.

Nuances pertaining to 

Servicing a Start-up

On the 20th of February 2024, CMR University 
Centre for Alternate Dispute Resolution hosted a 
guest lecture by Adv. Anurag Katarki on the topic 
“Nuances pertaining to Servicing a Start-up”. 
Adv. Katarki is an accomplished Barrister called 
into the bar by the Hon'ble Society of Gray’s Inn. 
With experience in the Bombay High Court and 
the Supreme Court of India, as well as a 
background with AZB & Partners and Senior 
Counsel Mr. Ciccu Mukhopadhyay, Adv. Katarki 
provided invaluable insights into the practical 
intricacies of servicing start-ups within the legal 
framework.

The key points discussed were:

Opportunities in Servicing Start-ups: Adv. Katarki 
emphasized the burgeoning growth of start-ups 
and the opportunities it presents for lawyers. He 
highlighted the need for legal professionals to 
cater to the specific needs of start-ups, which 
often lack the resources for in-house legal 
counsel.

Importance of Legal Framework: A crucial aspect 
highlighted by Adv. Katarki was the necessity of 
robust legal frameworks for start-ups, 
encompassing co-founder agreements, 
shareholder agreements, and intellectual 
property rights (IPR) registration. He stressed the 
importance of clarity in roles and functions 
among co-founders, often friends or relatives, to 
pre-empt conflicts.

Business Acumen: Adv. Katarki underscored the 
importance of lawyers possessing a deep 
understanding of the industry, competition, and 
market dynamics. He asserted that this business 
knowledge enables lawyers to negotiate 
effectively on behalf of the start-up, securing 
favourable deals and instilling confidence in 
clients.

Value in Mediation: Drawing from his experience, 
Adv. Katarki discussed instances where opting 
for mediation over litigation proved beneficial for 
start-ups. He cited cases where companies 
chose to accept lower offers and incur some loss 
in mediation rather than engaging in protracted 
court battles, thus highlighting the pragmatic 
approach necessary in legal representation.
