Prof. (Dr.) V Shyam Kishore, Dean of Alliance 

School of Law, Bengaluru, further enriched the 

discussion by stressing the need for law students 

to transition from theoretical learning to practical 

lawyering. He encouraged aspiring lawyers to 

engage with pro bono cases and continuously 

update their knowledge by studying constitutional 

debates and current legal developments.

Following Prof. Kishore's address, Prof. (Dr.) V J 

Praneshwaran, Director, School of Legal Studies, 

CMR University, delivered a thoughtful vote of 

thanks, expressing gratitude to all speakers, 

participants, and organizers for their contributions 

to the successful event.

The first technical session, led by Prof. (Dr.) Sairam 

Bhat of NLSIU, highlighted the critical connection 

between legal aid and fundamental rights. He 

urged the audience to be vigilant and vocal against 

injustices, sharing a poignant example of a child 

abuse case from Maharashtra. Prof. Bhat also drew 

attention to several key legislative acts, 

including The Maintenance and Welfare of 

Parents and Senior Citizens Act, 2007, and 

Sarais' Act of 1867, emphasizing the practical 

implications of these laws for legal aid 

practitioners.

Subsequent sessions featured insightful 

presentations by legal experts such as Adv. 

Gayathri Gireesh, who discussed the role of Lok 

Adalat in expediting justice, and Adv. Jaibatruka 

Mohantna, who emphasized the importance of 

precise legal drafting and the provision of legal 

aid in prisons. Ms. Mahima Khera Sharma, 

joining online, elaborated on the DISHA scheme, 

which empowers marginalized communities 

through legal aid, and Mr. Vikas Gahlot from 

NLSIU concluded the workshop by discussing 

the practical benefits of engaging in legal aid 

lawyering, including skill-building and 

networking opportunities. 

The CMRU Memorial Guest Lecture Series had the 

honor of hosting Prof. Sundar Raj Urs, a 

distinguished authority in higher education and 

nation-building efforts. In his thought-provoking 

lecture titled "The Role of NSS in Nation Building," 

Prof. Urs emphasized the critical role of the 

National Service Scheme (NSS) in promoting 

community involvement, social responsibility, and 

empowering the youth. Sir is the Chairman of the 

NSS Curriculum Framework Committee at the 

Karnataka State Higher Education Council 

(KSHEC), who is leading the implementation of the 

National Education Policy in India.

Sir, began by emphasizing the critical role that NSS 

plays in nation-building through volunteerism and 

community service. He aligned the objectives of 

NSS with the National Education Policy (NEP) 2020, 

which seeks to integrate community service into 

the education system, thus empowering students 

to contribute meaningfully to society.

He stressed that as students, it is crucial to 

actively participate in nation-building to forge a 

strong national identity. Sir, articulated that 

constructing and structuring society should be a 

collaborative effort, with students playing a 

central role.

Sir identified three core aspects of nation-building 

that students should focus on through NSS 

activities: education and literacy, health and 

nutrition, and environmental conservation. These 

activities, he noted, should continuously evolve to 

meet the changing needs of the community. He 

emphasized that institutions and colleges must 

take NSS seriously and incorporate it into their 

curriculum, ensuring that students are practically 

involved in these activities. Sir also shared his own 

experience as a student, when NSS was part of the 

diploma curriculum, allowing him to engage 

directly with community service.

Sir further stated that NSS serves as a bridge to 

close this gap, fostering a better understanding of 

the issues faced by these communities and 

enabling students to contribute effectively.

Sir also underscored the importance of 

maintaining "clean hands and a clean heart" as 

fundamental principles of NSS.
